Scotland officials appoint a new treasurer

SCOTLAND — The Town 
of Scotland has a new trea-
surer.

MaryAnn Fitzsimmons 
was appointed by the Scot-
land Board of Selectmen on 
Oct. 23. 

Scotland’s treasurer posi-
tion has been an appointed 
one since 2015. 

Cheryl Laflamme-Miller 
was the first treasurer to be 
appointed. She announced 
earlier this fall she would 
resign to fulfill some per-
sonal goals in mid-Novem-
ber, but is staying for a few 
weeks to help train the new 

treasurer. 
Fitzsimmons’ official start 

date will be Nov. 14, but she 
will begin earlier for training, 
with a  salary rate of $50 per 
hour. 

Scotland First Selectman 
Daniel Syme said an inter-
viewing panel was comprised 
of local financial experts, 
including an auditor and a 
bank president. 

That committee ranked 
each candidate and presented 
their scores to the board of 
selectmen. Additionally, since 
the current board of select-
men  — Syme and select-
men Clare D’Appollonio 
and Rodney Perry — are not 

seeking re-election and the 
next board on the ballot is 
unopposed, those candidates, 
Scotland First Selectman-
elect Gary Greenberg and 
selectmen-elect Robert 
Keator and Wendy Sears, 
were asked to assist with the 
search as well. 

“We had some very, very 
good candidates,” Syme said. 
“The scoring and ranking 
were pretty close. The cur-
rent selectmen, upon the rec-
ommendation of the incom-
ing selectmen, made the offer 
to MaryAnn.” 

Fitzsimmons previously 
served in finance at the Pfizer 
pharmaceutical company in 

Groton. 
Another financial depart-

ment in town also underwent  
a change this year. 

In June, Scotland citizens 
voted to outsource tax col-
lection services to the Town 
of Windham as a cost-saving 
measure when the tax collec-
tor position became vacant. 

Tax bills were generated 
through Windham for the 
first time this past summer. 

Syme said the town’s 
audit indicated some “minor 
issues” needed to be add-
ressed, but that otherwise  the 
transition was smooth. 

“Everything is working 
extremely well,” Syme said.

Many local towns achieve sustainable status
WILLIMANTIC — Sustainable CT, 

a statewide initiative that inspires and 
supports communities in becoming 
more efficient, resilient and inclusive, 
announced its 2019 certified communi-
ties this week. 

A total of 32 municipalities met high 
standards in a broad range of sustain-
ability accomplishments to qualify for 
certification.

Sustainable CT is managed under the 
leadership of the Institute for Sustainable 
Energy at Eastern Connecticut State 
University in Willimantic.

Coventry, Guilford, Mansfield, Mid-
dletown, New Haven, Simsbury, South 
Windsor, Vernon and Windham have 
achieved Silver Certification, the high-
est honor in the program. 

Another 23 municipalities are being 
recognized with Bronze Certification: 
Ashford, Bethany, Bloomfield, Brook-
field, Burlington, Cornwall, Darien, East 
Hartford, East Lyme, Essex, Groton, 
Manchester, New London, North 
Stonington, Norwich, Old Saybrook, 
Portland, Scotland, Waterford, West 
Haven, Weston, Wilton as well as 
Woodbury.

Certification lasts three years, with 
the state’s first cohort of municipali-
ties certified in 2018. Collectively, 47 
municipalities — more than 27 percent 
of the state’s communities — have 
earned Sustainable CT certification. 

Certified communities span every 
county and include some of Connecti-
cut’s largest cities and smallest towns.

“We are thrilled to recognize a grow-
ing number of communities who are 
deeply committed to sustainability,” 
said Laura Francis, first selectman 
of Durham and co-chairperson of the 
Sustainable CT Board of Directors. 

“These towns have shown great lead-

ership in completing many actions that 
increase sustainability while also saving 
money, promoting health and increas-
ing residents’ connection and sense of 
place.”

All 32 communities certified in 2019 
demonstrated significant achievements 
in nine sustainability impact areas, rang-
ing from community building, thriv-
ing local economies and vibrant arts 
and culture to clean transportation and 
diverse housing. 

In addition, all certified communities 
addressed diversity, inclusion and equi-
ty when implementing sustainability 
actions. 

The certification submissions were
rigorously evaluated by independent
experts and Sustainable CT partners.

“Sustainable CT-certified communi-
ties are models for all forward-looking
local governments,” said Joe DeLong,
executive director of the Connecticut
Conference of Municipalities (CCM). 

“They are doing the important work
of ensuring more resilient, equitable
communities and more vibrant econo-
mies.” 

CCM will hold an awards ceremony 
to recognize Sustainable CT-certified
towns at their annual convention in 
early December.

Sustainable CT has seen strong
momentum and growth as a valuable,
high-impact program. Eighty-nine
towns have registered for the program,
more than half of all municipalities in
the state.

“We are so inspired by this year’s 
certified Sustainable CT communities,”
said Lynn Stoddard, executive director
of the program and director of Eastern’s
Institute for Sustainable Energy. “From
empowering teens to lead environmen-
tal projects to offering reduced-cost
produce grown on municipal property
to low-income community residents, 
we’re seeing such thoughtful and inno-
vative local action.”
